of negotiations, in pending or contemplated litigation or in settlement discussions conducted in order to avoid or resolve 

litigation pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03(A)(4). All examination material, transcripts education records, reference forms 

and applications are confidential pursuant to A.R.S. § 32-129(A), and all investigation files are confidential and not subject 

to inspection until the matter is final and a hearing notice is issued (A.R.S. § 32-129(B)).

Requests for reasonable accommodations should be made as early as possible 

to allow time to accommodate the request.  The Board may not be able to accommodate requests made less than 36 hours 

prior to the scheduled meeting.
